Sterling is building a 100,000 tonne per annum biodiesel plant in the Malaysian state
of Sabah.

Construction of the plant is progressing well with no material cost variations.

The first package of equipment is at port awaiting shipment to the project site. This
includes the main methanol tower from the process technology supplier, Desmet. At
the project site, all piling and tank foundations have been completed.

Sterling aims to be a highly efficient producer of quality biodiesel. It has secured
100% of its feedstock requirements and an offtake for 100% of production.

Market Outlook - Biodiesel

• Biodiesel prices in EU market constant despite:
– drop in crude oil prices
– legislative changes in German excise regime

• Confirms “disconnect” between crude and biodiesel prices

• Increased mandatory blending effective from 1 January 2007 -
underpins demand in key German market



Market Outlook - Feedstock

• Recent spike in palm oil prices goes against historical trend

• Dec 2006 average palm olein price of RM2,040/tonne versus 2006
average of RM1,659/tonne

• Importantly, feedstock availability assured due to Plant location in hub
of palm oil country and 3-year supply contract

• Significantly, palm biodiesel margin advantage maintained over rape
and soy biodiesel despite increase in palm oil prices
